Closing Ritual Option
If you have not already placed the symbols of Baptism (white garment, Bible, cross, candle) on the table with the bowl of holy water, have four children bring the items to the table while you play instrumental music in the background. If the children made crosses during the Welcoming and Gathering activity, have each child bring his or her cross to the prayer table as well. Encourage the children carrying the symbols of Baptism to carry and place those items on the table with reverence and care.
Say the following as each item is placed on the table: 
(White garment) A white garment is a sign of new life in Christ.
(Bible) God speaks to us through his Word in the Bible.
(Cross) The cross reminds us of Jesus and his sacrifice of love for us.
(Candle) This candle is a sign of Jesus, the Light of the World.
Remind the children that we bless ourselves with holy water to remind ourselves of our Baptism. Light or turn on the candle before you lead the group in the Sign of the Cross. Then read the closing prayer from the Catechist Guide.
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
